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On India’s Offensive Border and Coastal Defense Mechanism

ABSTRACT: Since independence, India has established a Central Armed
Police Force under the Ministry of Home Affairs and an army under the
Ministry of Defense. Each of these are responsible, in their own right for
sea and land defense, for achieving dominance of South Asia on land and
achieving maritime control of the Indian Ocean through an offensive coastal
border defense mechanism. India’ s coastal border defense mechanism is
rooted in India’ s aspirations to achieve hegemonic status in South Asia,
while “ Acting East” in Southeast Asia and the Pacific Ocean towards
advancing economic development and containing China. To the West, India
aims to connect Central Asia and Western Asia to ensure a secure energy
corridor, and to the South it aims to turn the Indian Ocean into “India’s
Ocean”, restoring its influence to that of the time of the Anglo-Indian
Empire, and ultimately realizing India’s status as a major global power.
The offensive border and coastal defense mechanism that India seeks to
employ to realize these great power objectives are neither in align with
global trends towards peaceful development, nor will the United States and
other extra-regional powers permit India’s rise in South Asia. What is
more, India’s own capacities and the pace of expansion of its power fail to
keep up with its desires for hegemony. As such, India’s best choice for
coastal defense is to pursue a path of peaceful development

Evolving “Secularism” and the BJP’s Hindu State

ABSTRACT: Since Modi Administration took office, secularism has been
markedly in retreat from the Indian politics, both as an official institution
and in public discourse. Through a review of the historical development of
“secularism” in India since its independence, we find that India never
managed to achieve a secular state separate from religion. To the contrary,

as social reforms continued, the Indian State re-built its relations with
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religion. The Indian National Congress (INC)’s secularism policy included
influence from two very distinct theoretical schools, including Nehru’ s
separation of religion from politics and Ghandi’ s religious tolerance. On
many issues, Ghandi’s theory of religious tolerance comes very close to
arguments of Hindu nationalism. Political opportunism followed by INC in
implementing its approach to secularism opened a door for Hindu
nationalism. Hindu nationalists stigmatized the secularism advanced by INC
and labelled it as minority appeasement. At the same time, they
constructed their own narrative of a Hindu nationalist secular state. At
present, the INC has no intention of restoring a Nehru style tradition of
separation of state and religion. Meanwhile, the main secular parties have
abandoned their defense of secularism, making a shift to the right
inevitable for Indian political parties. Under the BJP’s rule, a secular Indian
state based on religious politics has taken shape
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Social Movements, Principal-Agent and the
Behavioral Logic of Bharatiya Janata Party

ABSTRACT: It is common for political parties to grow out of social
movements, and movement-based political parties inevitably face tensions
around whether to maintain the characteristics of the social movement or to
evolve into a more traditional type of political party. Bharatiya Janata Party
(BJP) formed out of the Hindu nationalist movement as a political wing of
the Rashtriya Swayamsevak Sangh (RSS). The RSS and the BJP
established a form of principal-agent relationship, with the RSS using both
punishments and incentives to influence the behavioral logic of the BJP. In
instances where the BJP wandered from the ideological stance and policies of
the RSS, the latter would impose punishments on the former, forcing the
BJP to realign its position In instances where the BJP fell in line with the
RSS, the latter would provide it with incentives, thereby reinforcing the
BJP’ s position. As such, distinct from other movement-based political
parties, as the BJP made progress towards emerging as a traditional
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
